New Program Launches to Expand Access 
to Employment Opportunities

As part of our work to improve services for individualsliving with developmental disabilities, we
have launched a new program toincrease access to integrated, community-based employment
opportunities. Thisprogram will provide additional funding for supported employment services
fortarget populations covered by the 2014 federal consent decree.

The program includes several conditions in order toensure that funds are being used to support
high-quality services. First,funding awarded through the program will be performance-based,
which means itwill be linked to the achievement of established quality targets and
timelines.Services supported by this new funding must also be person-centered, ordesigned to
meet individuals’ unique needs. Agencies or self-directedindividuals can apply to participate.

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During the week of September 26th, BHDDH adjusted the rates paid toDevelopmental Disability

Organizations to support wage increases for frontlineworkers employed by those agencies.

GovernorRaimondo requested, and the General Assembly approved, $5 million in the fiscalyear

2017 state budget to support this increase.

Direct Support Professionals play a critical role in the ability of theindividuals they support to
reach their goals and be successful. They deservecompetitive wages and benefits, but have not
received a wage increase in manyyears. The rate increase will support wage increases for these
dedicatedfrontline workers and help ensure high-quality services for individuals withintellectual
and developmental disabilities.
